Bonus truth

When we read a parable like this, we often want to tie everything down neatly - but we can
miss the clear ideas if we do. The clear implication is we want to be like the successftul
servants. But what about the "wicked" servant?

The very next verse (v27) deals with the enemies of the master - so the wicked servant

doesn't suffer God's judgment - but we don't want to be him (or her) either!
