What matters in life – Sermon on the Mount - Session 9i 1 

 
Matthew 7:13 - 2913 Go in through the narrow gate. The gate to destruction is wide, and 
the road that leads there is easy to follow. A lot of people go through that gate. 14 But the 
gate to life is very narrow. The road that leads there is so hard to follow that only a few 
people find it. 
15 Watch out for false prophets! They dress up like sheep, but inside they are wolves who 
have come to attack you. 16 You can tell what they are by what they do. No one picks 
grapes or figs from thornbushes. 17 A good tree produces good fruit, and a bad tree 
produces bad fruit. 18 A good tree cannot produce bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot 
produce good fruit. 19 Every tree that produces bad fruit will be chopped down and 
burned. 20 You can tell who the false prophets are by their deeds. 
21 Not everyone who calls me their Lord will get into the kingdom of heaven. Only the 
ones who obey my Father in heaven will get in. 22 On the day of judgment many will call 
me their Lord. They will say, “We preached in your name, and in your name we forced out 
demons and worked many miracles.” 23 But I will tell them, “I will have nothing to do with 
you! Get out of my sight, you evil people!” 
24 Anyone who hears and obeys these teachings of mine is like a wise person who built a 
house on solid rock. 25 Rain poured down, rivers flooded, and winds beat against that 
house. But it did not fall, because it was built on solid rock. 
26 Anyone who hears my teachings and doesn’t obey them is like a foolish person who 
built a house on sand. 27 The rain poured down, the rivers flooded, and the winds blew 
and beat against that house. Finally, it fell with a crash. 
28 When Jesus finished speaking, the crowds were surprised at his teaching. 29 He taught 
them like someone with authority, and not like their teachers of the Law of Moses. 
 
Jesus is just about to finish his sermon on the mountainside. The sermon has been all about 
what life in the kingdom of heaven – that is, in God’s kingdom, is like. However, before we 
discuss Jesus’ conclusion, we need to consider the gist of his argument so far. 
 
Previous weeks 
 
“For I tell you that unless your righteousness surpasses that of the Pharisees and the 
teachers of the law, you will certainly not enter the kingdom of heaven”. (Matthew 5:20) 
 
“So in everything, do to others what you would have them to do to you, for this sums up 
the law and the prophets”. (Matthew 7:12) 
 
These are 2 of the hardest verses in Jesus’ teaching, but they are also summarise the key ideas.

Prophet: a person who speaks for God or a deity, or by divine inspiration [dictionary.com]

They will say, “We preached in your name, and in 
your name we forced out demons and worked many miracles.” 23 But I will tell them, “I 
will have nothing to do with you! Get out of my sight, you evil people!”

Romans 3:21-24 21“But now a righteousness from God….has been made known, to which 
the Law and Prophets testify.

There is no difference, 23for all have sinned and fall short of the 
glory of God, 24and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by 
Christ Jesus”.
